Boys uniform — the same as 2024-25

Boys will continue in the same style uniform but with a renewed focus ensuring that SMOKEFREE
footwear remains as school shoes and not trainers — there are various images to
support parents with this and | encourage you to take a moment to view these images
to prevent any issues arising in September. Boys’ trousers should be plain black and
straight-legged, not tight around the legs or ankles.

Girls uniform — there are two options for the Autumn and Spring term* 207

1. Girls wear plain black trousers that are straight-legged and not tight around the
legs or ankles

2. Girls wear a green skirt with plain black tights with a minimum denier of 40
